I’d like to share something that has been on my heart: Jesus welcomes the children (see Mark 10:13–16). 
We should tell the children about the Word of God so they can come to know Jesus at a young age.

Charles Spurgeon, one of the greatest preachers of the 19th century, had a deep love for children and a 
strong passion for their evangelism. Each Sunday, he invited 500 children from a local orphanage to sit in 
the front row of his church so they could hear the Gospel—and many came to know Christ as their Savior.

Many influential ministry leaders were saved at a young age, including Jim Elliot (age 6), Matthew Henry 
(age 11), and Dr. Isaac Watts (age 9).

Child Evangelism Fellowship exists to serve the church by reaching children where they are today. 
This mission matters to God, and it should matter to us as well. As Bill Bright once said, “CEF has been 
the most effective movement for introducing children to Christ of our time… I strongly endorse this 
marvelous work.”
